
DRAFT LONDON PLAN 2009

Applied Energy – Fact Sheet

What is it? The London Plan is a document detailing the Spatial Development Strategy for London

and is produced by the Mayor. Any local borough’s development plan documents must now be in
‘general conformity’ with the London Plan.

When was it Introduced? The original London Plan was created by the previous Mayor, Ken

Livingstone, in February 2004. The current London Plan (2008) incorporates various amendments
since its inception in 2004.

What are the key proposed changes? Most notably the draft London Plan 2009 is slimmer than

the original document, having been reduced from 500 pages to 284. Of importance are the

proposed revisions by the Mayor to the section – London’s response to climate change :

• Minimising carbon emissions simplifies the energy hierarchy (be lean, be clean, be green) and

sets carbon reduction targets:

• Where, in cases, carbon reductions cannot be met on site any shortfall may be provided off-site or

through in lieu cash payments.
• Decentralised energy networks will be developed to achieve the target 25% decentralising of

London’s energy by 2025, at a development and area wide level. Local development frameworks
(LDFs) should include energy master plans and a London heat map will assist boroughs and

developers in this process.

• Developers should prioritise connection to existing or planned networks where feasible.
