Why? The Government is working with major retailers of light sources, the lighting
industry and UK energy suppliers to phase out traditional non-directional GLS (General
Lighting Service) lamps (bulbs) and replacing them with energy efficient light sources.
This is in advance of a EU-wide mandatory phase out of incandescent (GLS) lamps
that will begin in September 2009.

When? The EU phase out programme of non-directional GLS lamps is detailed below:
